Use a square of paper-backed foil. Begin with
- the white side up. Crease the paper in half hor-
- izontally.
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1. Fold the top and bottom
edges to the horizontal
center Crease.

Fold the bottom
edge up to the horizontal
crease and unfold.
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11. Enlarged view. Fold the

right edge in to the
vertical center line,
crease, and unfold.

14. Fold the top and bottom

edges to the short crease
just made and make a
sharp crease all the way
across the model, being
careful not to let the
layers slip. Unfold.
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17. Pleat the bottom of the

model using the existing
creases. The model will
no longer lie flat.

12. Swing the three white
points to the right.
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15. Crease the four pairs of
angle bisectors shown.
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18. Swivel the bottom edge
upward on each side.
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19. Fold the top edge down
